Progress Report of the LACA Lake Level Committee
On

Water Temperature and Lake Level Height


Over 2 years ago, Dominion agreed to work with LACA on 4 projects designed to enhance public safety on the waterways during times of drought and during the permanent 3’ rise in water levels when Unit 3 is built and operated.  This project involves installing several lake water temperatures and lake level height measurements on the reservoir and cooling lagoons.  These measurements would be real time with historic data available to all on line users.   

This Plan and Strategy is the culmination of work by LACA members and a specially assembled Work Group, which consisted of representatives of all Lake Anna-area stakeholders.  The Work Group met twice (November 10, 2009 and January 15, 2010).  At the May 12th LACA Information Exchange Meeting, Dominion presented Phase One of the Water Level and Temperature Gage.  On the Dominion web site at www.dom.com/about/stations/nuclear/north-anna/waste-heat-treatment-facility.jsp now includes the water level at the dam and temperature at the inlet to the station, updated daily as well as the already output temperature of the discharge canal to the cooling lagoons for the last two hours.

This “Project” is now ready for further implementation.   Important issues remaining to be determined include:

PHASE TWO:

1.  Electronic temperature gage at the dam.  

2. Electronic lake level gage at the dam

3. Coordination with Dominion IT personnel for format and output of data on web site.

PHASE  THREE: 


Add additional stations up lake and cooling lagoons.


Where do we go from here?  The project coordinator will continue to coordinate all aspects of this project, through full implementation of Phases TWO and THREE.
