Report of the Lake Level Committee on Dry Hydrant Sites on Lake Anna

16 months ago, the Lake Level Committee took on the responsibility of doing a Dry Hydrants study for areas in and around Lake Anna to include Spotsylvania and Louisa counties.  The goal of this study was to check all dry hydrants around the lake, and to supply to the fire departments a comprehensive list for both counties. In doing so we hope this will assist them if they ever have to travel from one county to the next to assist another fire company in fighting a major fire.
We started by requesting a list of Hydrants from both Spotsylvania and Louisa counties.  

Spotsylvania County

· Received the listing

· Validated the sites on the via physical observation 

·  List is enclosed.

Louisa County
· Received the listing and 
· Started validation of sites via physical observation (a dozen or so validated)

·  Louisa County notified us that they had contracted to have their sites checked by an outside contractor 
· Received the contractors list and 
· Compared contractors list against the physical observations we had already conducted and found consistency between the two*.

· List is enclosed

While we converted both surveys into a combined standardized excel format, the data fields of each of the reports are different enough to warrant presentation in their original, non-combined form.  Additionally, preservation of the original formats make it easier for the fire departments of each respective county to use.  For example, Spotsylvania identifies its sites by directions via road signs, where as Louisa county identifies there sites by “at the boat ramp” along with GPS coordinates. Both reports contain pipe size at each location.

Copies of both reports will be sent to the participating fire departments along with a disk with the complete data.

Finally, we would like to thank both fire department as well as the community leaders who assisted us in access to their community to do the study.
