1.  Channel Markers  LACA has supported the installation of channel markers as proposed by the Lake Anna Advisory Committee(LAAC) and offered to provide volunteer support to maintain a set of navigation aids if the Counties fund the repair and replacement costs.
a. 82.0%  I agree with the LACA position  
b. 11.5%  I am opposed to Channel Markers on Lake Anna  
c. 6.5%   I agree with installing markers, but LACA should not be involved in maintenance of the markers   
2.  Buoy Maintenance  LACA, in conjunction with LAAC, initiated, manages, and funds the hazard buoy program and installs the buoys under the umbrella of the LAAC for liability purposes.  Volunteers perform the tasks as needed. 
a.  92.6%  I agree with the LACA efforts
b.  7.4%  LACA should not be involved in hazard buoy maintenance

3.  Mandatory Boater Education  LACA, in conjunction with Smith Mountain Lake and Lake Gaston civic associations, is working to establish a requirement for boating safety education before operating a boat on the waters of Virginia.  This effort requires the Virginia Legislature to enact authorizing legislation for which a bill has been pre-filed in the Virginia House.
a.  90.1%  I agree with the LACA position

b.  9.9%  I am opposed to mandatory boater education

4.  Noise Limits   LACA is investigating the possibility of establishing noise limits on Lake Anna in conjunction with the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries.
a.  85.4%  I agree with establishing noise limits
b.  14.6%  I am opposed to establishing specific noise limits on the Lake

5.  Speed Limits  LACA in conjunction with the Smith Mountain Lake and Lake Gaston civic associations is working to establish speed limits on the three lakes by working with the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries.  This effort will require enabling legislation.  Present limits being discussed are 55 mph during the day and 25 mph at night unless participating in a sanctioned race.
a.  62.2%  I support establishing speed limits as described
b.  23.5%  I support speed limits but they should be lower/higher than described   75% want lower,10.7% higher
c.  14.3%  I am opposed to establishing speed limits on the Lake

6.  Shoreline Standards  LACA has supported the development of written standards to guide the granting of County permits and would like to see a consistent set of standards around the Lake.  LACA supported Louisa County efforts to enact development guidelines and is now working to make some minor corrections based on feedback from our membership.  LACA has encouraged Orange and Spotsylvania to adopt similar standards.
a.  82.5%  I agree with LACA’s efforts

b.  13.3%  LACA should be doing more to get other counties to adopt shoreline development standards

c.  4.2%  LACA has done enough and should not encourage other counties to enact shoreline development standards
7.  Dominion Early Site Permit  LACA has not objected to the building of the 3rd and 4th reactors at Lake Anna, but has opposed any design that would increase water temperature or reduce water levels and has several concerns about Dominion’s proposals.  LACA has reviewed documents, spoken at hearings, written letters, discussed with officials of Louisa County and Department of Environmental Quality, and sought every opportunity to express its concerns.
a.  86.2%  I support the LACA position

b. 8.1%   The LACA position is not strong enough – LACA should oppose the building of additional reactors

c.  5.7%  LACA should not oppose any aspect of Dominion’s request for an early site permit
8.  New Fire and Rescue Station  LACA has established a committee to work with Louisa County and interested Louisa County citizens on building a new fire station on property to be proffered with the Cutalong project at Kentucky Springs Rd and 208.
a. 80.8%   I support LACA’s approach

b.  5.0%  LACA is not working hard enough – we need a new station sooner

c. 14.2%  The Fire station is the county’s responsibility – LACA should not be engaged
9.  Water Quality Testing  LACA continues to monitor water quality at Lake Anna by enlisting teams of volunteers and working closely with Virginia Department of Environmental Quality.  LACA obtains grants from various agencies to support the considerable cost of materials, testing kits, lab analysis, and other expenses.
a.  86.0%  I support LACA’s water testing program

b.  5.8%  LACA should turn over testing to the State

c.  8.3%  LACA should expand testing to cover additional water quality issues not currently monitored by the VA DEQ
10.  Fireworks Program LACA conducts a single fireworks event each year funded by contributions and conducted at a location viewable from both the warm side and the cold side of the lake.
a.  70.0%  I support the LACA fireworks program as currently conducted

b.  24.2%   There should be a second event on the upper end of the lake – I would make a contribution to make it happen

c.  5.8%   LACA should not be conducting fireworks displays
11.  Contrary Creek Cleanup  LACA has worked with the Bureau of Mines to look at alternatives and support their application for grant funding to begin sealing and cleanup of abandoned mines and mine tailings.
a.  81.8%  I support the LACA position

b.  5.0%  LACA should not be involved with Contrary creek cleanup due to the projected cost
